RULES AND REGULATIONS

ENTRIES: Current coggins must be presented to the horse show office for all horses on the grounds.
No numbers will be issued without an open check. Entries must be done online at:
horseshowsonline.com. There will be a late entry fee of $30 per entry for entries received after

May 25 at 6:00. Stall/bedding count to be emailed to Molly Hunt at molly@huntersgatestables.com.
FEES: There is a $50 Office/EMT/Awards fee for all entries. Riders who are not current DHJSC
members will be charged a non-member fee of $35. A $50 fee will be charged for all returned checks.
STABLING: Entries completed online by May 25t are $150 with no late fee. Late stall fee of $175 for all
entries received after 6pm on May 28", Early move in (before Thursday morning) is an addition
$35/day. Stalls are 10x10 box stalls with doors and clay flooring. Shavings are $14/bag (minimum of 3
bags). All non-stabling horses must pay a $50 ground fee.
ADDS/SCRATCHES: Adds & scratches must be done in the show office. Once the show has started,
proper notification of a scratch must be made in the show office BEFORE the start of the class or else
the class fee may be charged.

CHANGES: Management reserves the right to change, cancel or combine classes, alter courses, and do
all things necessary to adjust for excessive or inadequate entries. Divisions with less than 3 entries may
be canceled or combined.

RIBBONS/TROPHIES/CHAMPIONSHIPS: All classes have 1°t-8th place ribbons, with a prize for 1%t
place.

ATTIRE: SEI approved helmets must be worn by all riders while mounted. Riders must be properly
attired - no chaps. Number must be worn and clearly visible.

SCHOOLING: Schooling on Thursday (NO EMT): Ring 1from 12pm - 6 pm, Rings 2 & 3 open at 2
pm. All rings are open Friday, Saturday & Sunday from 6:30 am to 30 minutes prior to ring start. Ring 3
open all day Friday.

RINGS/FOOTING: Ring 1is125'x248’. Ring 2is 124’x282’. Ring 3 is 120’x200". Lunging area is 135'x95’.
Footing in all rings is sand composite.

DOGS: All dogs on the property must be held on a leash.

CONCESSIONS: Concessions Friday through Sunday 7:00am to conclusion of show.
